For creative and exceptional
service that benefits the
entire service unit.

Submit a nomination.
This recognition is given to a

member one time only.

For outstanding service  
beyond the expectation of 
the position that benefits 
the service unit, not an  
individual troop.

Submit a nomination and 
one letter from someone  
familiar  with the service of 
the nominee.

The candidate must have  
completed appropriate 
training for the position held 
or have had equivalent 
experience.

For service given beyond
that expected of the position.

Submit a nomination and
two letters of endorsement
from troop members.

The candidate may have
been previously registered,
but not as a leader.

For outstanding troop  
leadership qualities in the 
delivery of Girl Scout Program
to girls. (The performance as 
a leader is so outstanding in  
nature that it merits recognition
by the service unit.)

Submit a nomination and 
two letters of endorsement  
from troop members.

The candidate must have 
completed all appropriate Girl
Scout trainings (BLT and Age 
Level) and must ensure that 
additional trainings for the 
troop are met. (First Aid, 
Outdoor Education, etc.)
